Dear Sir/Madam:
This letter is being sent to you in response to a letter sent to me DATED xxxxxx. Be advised that this is a notice sent pursuant to the Fair Debt Collection Practices Act, 15 USC 1692g Sec. 809(b) that your claim is disputed and VALIDATION is requested. I ask that your offices provide me with competent evidence that I have a legal obligation to pay you the amount you claim.
To that end, please provide me with written validation of this debt which shall include, but is not limited to: 

· The original amount of the debt, and an itemization of any interest and fees that are being assessed and how they were calculated.
· The date the debt was incurred.
· The name and address of the original creditor.
· A statement that the debt has not been paid.
· A statement that the original creditor provided goods or services in consideration of the debt.
· Copies of any written instruments which evidence that I incurred the debt. These should CLEARLY show MY SIGNATURE AND SOCIAL SECURITY NUMBER.

· Complete history of all purchases, payments, interest and fees from the account’s inception, STARTING WITH THE ORIGINAL CREDITOR and INCLUDING all payments made to any other collection agencies, including attorney firms.
· A copy of the original agreement signed by me which stipulates the way in which this debt was to be paid, including how the interest rate would be calculated.

· Provide a copy of any judgment if applicable.

· Proof that you now own this debt.

· Show me that you are licensed to collect in New Jersey.

· Provide me with your license numbers and registered agent.

· Definitive proof that the Statute of Limitations has not expired on this account.

This last item, definitive proof that the Statute of Limitations has not expired on this account is also requested since its absence from my credit reports proves that this account, if mine, would have been charged off so long ago that it fell off my credit report and is therefore time-barred by the Statute of Limitations.
Please be advised that your failure to comply with my requests may lead to liability under 

15 USC 1692k. Please make sure that your records are in order.
If your offices are able to provide the proper documentation as requested, I will require at least 30 days to investigate this information.
At this time I will also inform you that if your offices have reported invalidated information to any of the 3 major Credit Bureau’s (Equifax, Experian or TransUnion) this action is illegal under both Federal and State Laws. Therefore, if any negative mark is found on any of my credit reports by your company or the company that you represent I will not hesitate in bringing legal action against you for the following:

· Violation of the Fair Credit Reporting Act 

· Violation of the Fair Debt Collection Practices Act 

· Defamation of Character 

If you are not able to fully validate this debt as per my requirements, you and your client shall immediately remove any INQUIRIES from my reports. 

Also during this validation period, if any action is taken which could be considered detrimental to any of my credit reports, I will consult with my legal counsel for suit. This includes any listing or any information to a credit reporting repository that could be inaccurate or invalidated or verifying an account as accurate when in fact there is no provided proof that it is.
If your offices fail to respond to this validation request within 30 days from the date of your receipt, all references to this account must be deleted and completely removed from my credit file and a copy of such deletion request shall be sent to me immediately.

I would also like to request, in writing, that no telephone contact be made by your offices to my home or to my place of employment. If your offices attempt telephone communication with me, including but not limited to computer generated calls and calls or correspondence sent to or with any third parties, it will be considered harassment and I will have no choice but to file suit. All future communications with me MUST be done in writing and sent to the address noted in this letter.

Failure to comply with the letter of the law will force me to seek any and all remedies allowed under federal or state law.
